Pupil Premium spending - Impact statement 2016-2017

Headlines

Not only has the attainment gap between Pupil Premium children and other children nationally (non pupil premium children) been closed at St Thomas of Canterbury, it has been reversed.
End of Key Stage Two (Year 6)

· Pupil premium children @ St Thomas of Canterbury in 2017 @ the end of Year 6 attained higher than “all pupils” nationally in reading, writing and maths, @ the expected standard and higher score. (Data Source – ASP October 2017)
End of Key Stage One ( Year 2)
· Pupil premium children @ St Thomas of Canterbury in 2017 @ the end of Year 2 attained higher than “other pupils” ( non FSM) @ the expected standard in reading and maths and exactly the same as “other pupils” in writing. (Data source – national pupil database)
End of Early Years ( Reception)
· Between 2015 and 2017, the attainment gap between Pupil premium children attaining a Good Level of Development (GLD and ready for Year 1) and non Pupil Premium children has narrowed significantly, from -17% in 2015 to - 11.7% in the summer of 2017 

Internal data – Year 1,3,4 and 5

Core subjects

· School tracking demonstrates that Pupil Premium pupils in Years 1,3,4 and 5 make equal of better progress than their non Pupil Premium counterparts in school in reading ,writing and maths.
Wider curriculum

· Assessments made in all classes and for all subjects across the curriculum in the summer of 2017 show no significant attainment gap between Pupil Premium children and their non Pupil Premium counterparts
Absence data

· Latest official attendance data for 2015/2016 records the absence  % of FSM pupils at St Thomas of Canterbury @ 3.8 %, compared to 3.9% for “all pupils” nationally and 3.4% for non FSM pupils nationally.
Pupil survey evidence
· Pupil survey conducted and analysed in Summer 2017 demonstrated Pupil Premium children had highly positive attitudes to their learning and to school life generally. They were slightly more positive than their non Pupil Premium counterparts.
