	Holds the flower and leaves up high and transports water.

	Flower
	Creates seeds

	Trunk
	The stem of a tree from which its branches grow.

	Branch
	The part of a tree that grows out from the trunk.

	Seeds
	The part of a plant from which new plants grow.

	Leaves
	Collect energy from the sun to help the plant grow.
